Intreduction - Why do we have raferees?

So hers we all are, we have organized a great intramural
program, or some sort of sport and are all ready and raring
to go but there is one small problem, you have little or no.
referees to call upon to run the game,

What a problem, for when it comes down to running an
intramural program it is your referees that can make or break
that program. There is a common problem I have experienced
through all my years in intramurals, for you are always in
need of referees, and good or competent ones at that. I say
that because, 1f you have poor officiating it will turn your
participation off just as easily as having no refs at all.

Good refereelng is one thing, attracting them is a main concern
at thiszs time,

Hers at York University we attract our refs and organizers
by the offer of renumeration, in other words we pay for their
services. This is fine for a university which has a budget that
v afford to do such things, but what about in & high school,
college or university that cannot afford to do this? How do they
attract thelir refs?

I have here gomething that can possibly help. Back at my
high school, we had this same problem, but to help attract refs
we used t-shivts, sweat-shirts, buttons, penants ete. After
referesing s0 many sports or games the student would receive a
t~ghirt or sweatl shirt for their hard efforts.

Another thing some schools do is to give school letters for
the amount of work done. The larger the letter, the more work
the student has done or contributed to refereeing. In each cese
these items must be unique to the referees only, to show that
they are special and have an important and special contribution
Lo your intramural program,

Now the quegtion on everybody's mind must be, well all of
these things are great, but they cost money, and if you can't pay
the referees, where do you get the money from to buy the awards?

Back in high school we used a different fund raising campaign
to pay for the shirts, The t-~shirts were not that expensive and
some nmoney would be taken from activity night fees, hockey pool
tickety and chocolate bar rolls. Also, the student council would
contribute a small amount, therefore, from all of these sources

we would be able to purchase our t-shirts and other awards,
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Where to get Referees

Where to get referees is a problem. At York we usually
go to members of the university varsity team or in our
physical education classes for referees, In high school
have you ever asked your school team members to run a sport?
Usually they won't come to you, you have to go and ask them.

Apnouncements, signs in school halls are another means
of attracting referees. These should be serious, not to be
taken lightly by team members,

The thing is, once you have your refereeing staff make
sure that it is not a hassel for the referees to get things
set up, Make sure the referees have easy access to equipment,
whistles, pencils, pens, score sheets etc, Also make sure the
referee is clear on the rules and his duties in the game.

If your referees are uncertain, it ruins the game for part-
icipants, not to mention that you will lose a referee due to
poor organization on your pairt.

Another suggestion is to have your physical education
department help you by having them atiract referees by possibly
giving marks to students who help contribute to your program,
is not easy, and may take sometime,
and think of them as something special,

IA‘questionnaire re the conference was sent to each
participating unit (high school, community college, univer-
sity). oOut of 63 units, 25 returned the questionnaire (40%).

The objective was to get feedback from the participants
for the next year's conference, so improvements could be made.

The main concern which emerged was that high schools
should be separated from other units (community colleges,
universities), since their needs and problems are quite dif-
ferent. The conference tended to be rushed. A more leisure
pace would have enhanced informal discussion amongst partici-
pants, How to get this accomplished with an overnight con-
ference is the problem to solve for next years organizers.,

More advance information should be a must for future conferences.
Although it was felt that the student discussion leaders were
doing a good job (66%) still 1/3 of delegates felt that pro-
fessional discussion leaders could have been more knowledgeable
and would have been preferred.

Overall it was felt that it was a good conference and
the games especially were very worthwhile.

The suggestions for next year's conference as a
result of the guestionnaire, brainstorming and suggestions
received from fellow colleagues at the First Canadian
Intramural Recreation Association Conference held at Geneva
Park of this year.

Suggestions

1. Instead of chicken and fixin's, offer a nutritious
meal such as cold meals, roll and salad.

2. Send out advance information earlier than a month prior
to the conference.

3. Separate high schools and college/university group
level discussions.

4. Send invitations to the "Intramural Director” at each
school rather than the Athletics Office.

5. Have the Intramural Director compile a list of references
dealing with intramurals. This would provide the student
speakers with all the necessary information.

6. Have a cut off number of delegates to be accepted. Adhere
to the registration deadline date.

7. Offer more professional sessions for the professionals
attending.

8. If possible, hold the conference earlier than February.

9. Allow more time for socializing, cut down the number of
group level discussions.

10. Allow more time for games.

11. Do not present awards for a winning team - this turns fun
into competition.

12. Have the conference in one central area of the institution.

13. Raise the fee per delegate from $10,00 to $15.00 or $20.00.
